ASSOCIATED NOTES TO THE 2009/10 IES MEMBERSHIP APPLICATION FORM
1. General: The following information is provided in accordance with the financial structure endorsed by the A.G.M. in June 2009:-

The main Senior subscriptions have been set at £80 (Men) and £80 (Ladies). The main Junior subscriptions have been set at £50 (Young Men) and £50 (Young Ladies). On payment, the Member will receive a new Club Red playing shirt as part of the 2009/10 ‘package’. These Subscriptions have been set at a competitive level to encourage both new members to join and established members to make an early commitment for the season.

The IES subscription is inclusive of membership of Rushmere Sports Club Ltd. The full pricing structure is to be found via the club web site/ IESHC Archive:     http://uk.geocities.com/chris.hatch@btinternet.com/

2. Travelling expenses: All Senior and Junior Match fees have been maintained at the same level as last season. Cars are to be reimbursed at 12p/mile per car for 3 ‘official’ cars per away game outside of the Ipswich area. 

3. Club Playing Kit for 09/10:  All Members must play in the official Red shirts and preferably the official Black Shorts/Skirts/Skorts/Socks. Any purchase of an additional Club Red shirt (to that provided in the Subscription package) is priced at £24 for the 09/10 season. (For Away games requiring a change strip, IES has sets of Club ‘change-strip’ shirts, which are loaned to members for the game and no payment is required).

4.  Prospective members: Applicants should note that payment of any subscription does not guarantee the offer of a place in a team on match days although the selection committees will give due consideration to all paid-up members.

5.  The Non-Saturday player subscription (non-voting): This is payable by those who wish to participate in any Club activities other than the Saturday match programme (eg. training, mid-week mixed, indoor and evening hockey, and social events). You may transfer this to a ‘full’ subscription on payment of the difference.  IES regrets that this comparatively modest subscription does not include membership of Rushmere Sports Club Ltd and persons so subscribing should be signed into the Rushmere Sports Club premises by a full member of IES.

6.  The Social member (non-voting) subscription:  This is available to non-playing supporters of the IES Hockey Club who wish to be associated with the various social and hockey-related aspects of the Club and be a part of the maintained list of club people. Note that is not possible to include the Rushmere Sports Club membership component for this subscription and it will be formally necessary for such members to be signed-in on visits to the Rushmere Sports Club premises.

7.  Policy on new applications for membership: Applications are subject to approval by the committee. Any monies tendered will be returned in the event of an unsuccessful application, for which the committee reserves the right not to have to ascribe a reason.
8.  Club ‘Official’ Clothing enquiries.  Enquiries about items of official Club clothing (playing strip and training kit) should be directed to David Taylor (Tel 01473 715553 or e-mail: david.taylor@angliangroup.com  ).  

9.  Appeal for Donations.  As always, the Club needs income above and beyond subscriptions and a cash donation would be welcome (and will be acknowledged in the Annual Accounts if £30 or greater). 

10.  Date-of-Birth: U-18 players applying for Junior Membership are required to provide their date of birth and notify the club of the contact details of a parent/guardian and any other matters that may be pertinent (e.g. medical) to the safe participation of the young player in the Club’s sporting and social activities. This should be provided by e-mail to Chris Hatch:

( chris.hatch@openreach.co.uk ) and will be treated in confidence, as far as is practicable in connection with running team, training and general club activities. 

11.  Subscriptions are due on 1st September 2009 and certainly no later than 26thSeptember 2009 (i.e. the fourth Saturday of the new season).    

Traditionally, ‘new’ members may be selected for up to 4 games before being asked for payment of a subscription).

It would be welcome if subscription cheques could be sent in as soon as possible (earliest encashment will be 01/08/09).

Whilst not being encouraged, Members may pay their subscription in two halves over two months, providing an initial cheque and also a post-dated cheque, dated for no later than the end of the following month, are submitted with the membership form.
